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One of the most renowned figures in the realm of art in France, René
Huyghe (1906-1997), former director of the Louvre’s department of
paintings and French Academy member, was instrumental in persuading
many of France’s finest museums in loaning works from their prized
collections for the premiere of “Masterpieces of French Art,” which marked
the public opening of the Tokyo Fuji Art Museum (TFAM) in 1983.

René Huyghe also served as curatorial supervisor to two other major
exhibitions held at TFAM that followed—“The Life, People and
Nobles in 18th-Century France” and “The French Revolution and
Romanticism.” Some three decades later, our museum will be holding
“Through the Eyes of René Huyghe: The Splendor of French Paintings,”
an exhibition that not only pays homage to the great French art historian
and philosopher, but also features what can arguably be called the
quintessential works of France created by artists in that country from the
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17th to 19th centuries.

Divided into three distinct and academically sound segments, “The
Splendor of French Paintings” is founded firmly on the overarching
theme of “Formation and Transformation of the Grande Maniére.”
The exhibition consists of 67 oil paintings and 12 drawings, works
capturing three of the most iconic periods in Western art, beginning
with the rise of classicism in the 17th century to the Rococo Art
in the 18th and neo-classists in the 19th up until the eve of the
Impressionism.

Moreover, under the wise counsel of René Huyghe, TFAM has striven
to collect French paintings to build what we believe has become a
significant collection of pieces from this three-century epoch. We
will display a number of our finest paintings carefully selected for this

exhibition alongside the masterworks on loan.
